TEMPERATURES

Seattle:

July is the hottest month in Seattle with
an average temperature of 18°C and the
coldest is January at 5°C with the most
daily sunshine hours at 10 in July.

Canmore:

The climate in Canmore is cold and
temperate due to its elevation (1400m).
There is significant rainfall throughout
the year in Canmore, even the driest
month still has a lot of rainfall. Summer
temperatures are the warmest month
and are pleasant with an average high

of 21.6°C and an average low of 7.3°C.
Snow has been recorded in all months of
the year.

The driver will assist with the uploading
and off-loading of the luggage from the
coach.

OTHER
Fitness Level Required / Mobility:

Our vehicles are not equipped with
wheelchair access, so unfortunately
our tours are currently not suitable for
wheelchair users and those less mobile.

Please note: a general level of fitness will be
required. If you have any concerns please
consult your healthcare provider prior to
purchase/travel.

Yellow Fever:

Avalid international certificate of
vaccination against Yellow Fever is
required in many countries. You may
need to present this on arrival at
the airport or border crossing. Some
countries will refuse entry if you are
unable to present your certificate.

It’s also quite common for your home
country to request a Yellow Fever
certificate on your arrival back home.

It is your responsibility to check

with your doctor well in advance of
leaving home about the Yellow Fever
requirements for the countries you'll be
visiting.

Gratuities / Tipping:
Land

Gratuities (tips) are not included in the
tour price for services of the tour leader
(when available) and driver throughout
the tour. The recommended tip is $10
USD per person per day this covers the
guide/leader and the driver, which will
be collected whilst on tour.

Tipping for all services provided on tour
is always a matter of personal discretion,
however please be aware that tipping is
considered by many locals to be a part
of their normal remuneration and they
may approach you for payment and
there is no need to be intimidated by the
request.

Cruise

VISAS
USA

- If travelling on a New Zealand Passport,
an ESTA (Visa Waiver) for the USA is

a strict requirement when travelling

to or flying through the USA. Once a
USA ESTA Visa Waiver is issued it is
valid for 2 years or until your passport
expires (whichever is sooner) and will
allow multiple entries into the USA. For
information on ESTA eligibility or to
apply, please visit: https://esta.cbp.dhs.

& Border Protection.

Important: Please start arranging your
visa at least 3 weeks prior to departure
to account for any delays due to
consulate operating hours.

Canada

or boat, you don’t need a visa or eTA,
but you do need to bring the right
